What’s that all mean?  Analog technology has been in use for the past 50 years to transmit conventional TV signals to consumers, and most current television transmissions are received through analog television sets.  Digital television (DTV) enables broadcasters to offer television with movie-quality picture and sound.  It can also offer multiple programming choices (called multicasting), and interactive capabilities.

Why are we going digital?  According to www.dtv.gov, Converting to DTV will free up parts of the scarce and valuable broadcast airwaves because DTV allows the same number of stations to broadcast using fewer total channels.  Those portions of the airwaves can then be used for other important services such as public and safety services (police and fire departments, emergency rescue), and advanced wireless services.
The DTV transition date is over a year away – why are you telling me now?  Because between January 1, 2008 and March 31, 2009, all U.S. households are eligible to request up to two coupons, worth $40 each, to be used toward the purchase of up to two digital-to-analog converter boxes.
